Haven’t you heard that thou shall love thy neighbor as thyself?  According to Leviticus 19:34, “The alien living with you must be treated as one of your native-born.      Can you treat your neighbor as God treats you?  If you have a difficult neighbor, pray this prayer: Dear God, I have a problem loving my neighbor.  Help me to love my neighbor as myself. As Leviticus 19:18 states, “Do not seek revenge or bear a grudge against one of your people, but love your neighbor as yourself. I am the LORD.”    Lord, create in me a loving, patient heart toward others. Help me to forgive my neighbor of all wrong doings, to live in peace and not to allow any dispute to get out of hand or escalate into further feuding.

2oz. ground beef extra lean, cooked
3tbsp. onion, chopped
3tbsp.green pepper, chopped

 1 whole English muffin                                      
                                     3tbsp. pizza sauce
                                     ½ cup cheese, mozzarella, fat free, shredded

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Every Friday at sundown until Saturday at sunset is a holy Sabbath to the Lord. The Sabbath is to be a day of rest. Exodus 20:8-10 eludes, “Remember the Sabbath day by keeping it holy.  Six days you shall labor and do all your work, but the seventh day is a Sabbath to the LORD your God. On it you shall not do any work, neither you, nor your son or daughter, nor your manservant or maidservant, nor your animals, nor the alien within your gates.
 
March 28, 2010 is Erev Pesach
 
March 29, 2010 is Passover/Pesach (Exodus6:6-8) "Therefore, say to the Israelites: 'I am the LORD, and I will bring you out from under the yoke of the Egyptians. I will free you from being slaves to them, and I will redeem you with an outstretched arm and with mighty acts of judgment.  I will take you as my own people, and I will be your God. Then you will know that I am the LORD your God, who brought you out from under the yoke of the Egyptians.   And I will bring you to the land I swore with uplifted hand to give to Abraham, to Isaac and to Jacob. I will give it to you as a possession. I am the LORD.' "
 

March 30, 2010 is Feast of Unleavened Bread (Exodus 12:14-20) "This is a day you are to commemorate; for the generations to come you shall celebrate it as a festival to the LORD -a lasting ordinance.  For seven days you are to eat bread made without yeast. On the first day remove the yeast from your houses, for whoever eats anything with yeast in it from the first day through the seventh must be cut off from Israel.  On the first day hold a sacred assembly, and another one on the seventh day. Do no work at all on these days, except to prepare food for everyone to eat—that is all you may do. 
     "Celebrate the Feast of Unleavened Bread, because it was on this very day that I brought your divisions out of Egypt. Celebrate this day as a lasting ordinance for the generations to come.  In the first month you are to eat bread made without yeast, from the evening of the fourteenth day until the evening of the twenty-first day.  For seven days no yeast is to be found in your houses. And whoever eats anything with yeast in it must be cut off from the community of Israel, whether he is an alien or native-born.  Eat nothing made with yeast. Wherever you live, you must eat unleavened bread."
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
